Dear Families:

On Tuesday, October 31st, students in 3K through grade two will be allowed to wear costumes. Students
in grades three through eight will have a black and orange dress down day.

For those students wearing costumes, please remember...

e Sneakers must be worn with all costumes.
e No costumes that restrict movement or vision or prevent sitting at desks.

» No hoop earrings or excessive jewelry

e No jeggings, leggings or skinny jeans

Parents will be called to bring a change of clothes for students who do not adhere to these regulations
